Rider C Baker was indisposed for today’s meeting due to illness. A medical clearance will be
required prior to riding again.

RACE 1 — THAI IMPERIAL 0-60 - (1150 METRES)

TILTHEREWARSYOU - Laid out throughout and made the 600 metre turn awkwardly.

BETHPAGE - Bounded on jumping and was slow to begin.

RACE 2 - LADBROKE IT! 3YO MAIDEN - (1150 METRES)

BORN A WINNER - Held up behind MISS VIVACE on the home turn.

CORNELIAN BAY - Slow to begin, travelled wide throughout and shifted in under pressure
in the home straight.

GALLANT WARRIORS - Fractious in barriers prior to the start, brushed with CORNELIAN
BAY shortly after the start, commenced to over race thereafter. Rider N Punch advised
stewards that the gelding raced greenly throughout.



GEEGEES ROYAL DUKE - Inconvenienced at the start by BORN A WINNER.

GEEGEES SUNSHINE - Bumped with MADJACK at the start, over raced early stages.
MADJACK - Bumped with GEEGEES SUNSHINE at the start, over raced early and middles
stages, laid in approaching the 600 metres then shifted out bumping with OUR INULGENCE,
had to tendency to lay in, in the home straight.

OUR INDULGENCE - Began awkwardly.

SAKURA HIME - Rider D Parish reported to stewards that her saddle shifted back on jumping,
placing her at a disadvantage throughout the race.

SHAKEEDA - Over raced in the early stages.

RACE 3 - GOODSTONE GROUP MAIDEN - (1009 METRES)

BARBIE’S ACHEEVA - Bounded on jumping became unbalanced and was slow to begin as
a result. Shifted out approaching the 600 metres bumping with ALPINE ASSAULT.

FEISTY LION — Blundered on jumping.

NO ACCESS - Trainer J Blacker was fined $100 for the addition of blinkers pursuant to
AR206(2).

PROPHET EYES - Shifted out approaching the 600 metres when commencing to over race.
Rider D Pires advised stewards that the gelding laid out throughout.

GOES LIKE THE WIND - Jumped awkwardly, raced ungenerously and caught wide
throughout.

MT LION — Compounded to be beaten in excess of 27 lengths. Under-went a post-race
veterinary examination which failed to reveal any abnormalities. Stewards advised trainer G
McCulloch that due to its poor performance the mare must trial satisfactorily over at least 1000
metres prior to racing again.

MEDICI PRINCESS - Over raced early and middles stages. Had to be steadied when
PROPHET EYES shifted out near the 600 metres.

ALPINE ASSAULT - Bumped with BARBIE'S ACHEEVA near the 600 metres. A post-race
veterinary examination revealed minor muscle pain.



RACE 4 — KEVIN SHARKIE MDN/CL1 - (1880 METRES)

FIFE AND DRUM - Jumped awkwardly, momentarily inconvenienced shortly after when
HELLFIRE EAGLE shifted out.

HELLFIRE EAGLE - Laid in approaching the 100 metres and had to be corrected by its rider.
EIGHT MARGARITAS - Over raced early and middle stages.

HAMPTON BAY — Commenced to over race approaching the 600 metres, shifted out bumping
with PAGE.

HAMPTON STREET - Raced wide throughout.

LISKAMM - Stewards queried rider A Darmanin in relation to the below market performance
of the mare. Rider A Darmanin said that when placing the mare under pressure she failed to
respond to his riding. Under-went a post-race veterinary examination, which failed to reveal
any abnormalities. Stewards will follow up this performance with trainer B Campbell.

PAGE - Bumped with HAMPTON STREET approaching the 600 metres. Laid in approaching
the 100 metres.

RACE 5 — SEBA SHEETMETAL BM68 HCP - (1880 METRES)

DARGO - Laid out from the 200 metres carrying PERUN wider on the track. Stewards advised
rider T Johnstone that she should endeavour to straighten her mount sooner than she had
done on this occasion.

GEEGEES ROCK OPERA - Jumped inwards at the start bumping with CAPTAIN MORGAN
(N2).

OBVIOUS STEP - Jumped awkwardly. Stewards queried rider D Ganderton in relation to the
below market performance of the mare. Rider D Ganderton stated that he was unable to offer
any explanation, only that the mare may need a spell. A post-race veterinary examination
failed to reveal any obvious abnormalities. Rider D Ganderton was reprimanded under the
provisions of AR131(b) for failing to ride his mount out fully to the line. Stewards will follow
up this performance with trainer G Stevenson.

CAPTAIN MORGAN (NZ) — Bumped with GEEGEES ROCK OPERA at the start.



RACE 6 — ORION SECURITY PROTECTION BM76 HCP - (1350 METRES)

SUPER SWOOP - Slow to begin. Hung out and had to be steadied off the heels of
FREELANCER on the home turn.

FREELANCER - Stewards queried rider D Ganderton on the below market performance of
the gelding however he could offer no explanation. Hung in near the 400 metres resulting in
SUPER SWOOP being placed awkwardly on its heels. A post-race veterinary examination
failed to reveal any obvious abnormality. Stewards will follow up this performance with trainer
B Campbell.

GEE GEE PLANE - Under-went a pre-race veterinary examination at the request of its rider
and was passed fit to take its place in the field.

WELDBOROUGH - Raced ungenerously in the early stages.

BANCA NIP - Slow to begin.

RING OF HONOUR - Held up rounding the home turn.

GEE GEES MAGIC MAN - Stewards granted permission for rider B Neto to ride 1kg over the
allotted weight of 54kg.

RACE 7 — CARLTON DRAUGHT BM60 HCP - (1350 METRES)

BARJEEL - Restrained off heels of BEEKEEPER shortly after the start. Stewards advised
rider L Bingley that she must ensure that she rides her mounts out fully to the line.

ALPINE AVIATOR - Over raced early and middle stages and steadied off heels near the 1200
metres.

TURK DELIGHT - Shifts in shortly after the start resulting in the hind quarters being contacted
by ZEVA ROYALE. Stewards queried the improved performance of the gelding. Trainer G
Stevenson said that the gelding had been working exceptionally well and that the pace of the
race suited.

ZEVA ROYALE - Contacted the hind quarters of TURK DELIGHT shortly after the start and
had to be steadied.

RACE 8 — TASMANIAN HORSE TRANSPORT CLASS 1 HCP - (1150 METRES)

GEE GEES SO TRUE - Over raced early stages.
NEEDS TO BELONG - Raced wide throughout.

SCHAUFFELE - Raced wide throughout. Rider L Bingley was reminded of her obligations to
ensure she rides her mount out fully to the line.

ANOTHER PREDICTION - Slow to begin, over raced early and middle stages.

SILENT DREAMER - Blundered at the start.
