Riding Changes / Jockey Information 

Race Horse Rider Replaced by Reason 
R1 MISS DELIA  T JOHNSTON LATE DECLARATION 

 
Comments / Explanations:  
 
Trainer R Hamer was fined $50 under the provisions of LR13.3 for the late rider 
declaration of MISS DELIA in race 1. 
 
RACE 1 – SHERIDAN CONSTRUCTION & RENOVATIONS BM76 HCP - (1880 
METRES) 
 
Correct weight was delayed when the rider and trainer of POLITICAL viewed the 
official patrol films and lodged a protest against MISS DELIA being declared the winner 
alleging interference near the 150 metres.  Upon inquiry it was established that MISS 
DELIA had shifted out under pressure and bumped with POLITICAL near the 150 
metres.  Stewards were not satisfied that the interference exceeded the overall margin 
of a neck, therefore the protest was dismissed. 
 
POLITICAL – Bumped MISS near the 150 metres.   
 
MISS DELIA – Shifted out from the 200 metres 
 
SUBMIT ANOTHER –Slow to begin. Checked off the heels of HIGH MAINTENANCE 
near the 400 metres and shifted wider to obtain clear running. 
 
RACE 2 – SORRY GRANDMA SUE MAIDEN - (1150 METRES) 
 
ALPINE ASSAULT – Raced wide throughout. 
 
EAGLE STREET – Raced wide throughout. 
 
NICCO THE GREEK – Raced wide throughout. 
 



NIGHT MISSILE – Reared in barriers prior to the start, a warning has been issued.   
 
DEPASSER –Slow to muster early speed.   
 
LORI LEE –Hard to load, a warning has been issued on the mare’s loading manners, 
raced wide throughout. 
 
PRINCESS MATOAKA – Over raced early and middle stages, got it’s head up and 
shifted out abruptly at the 600 metre turn. 
 
PIINK BEAUTY – Raced wide throughout. 
 
RACE 3 – KEVIN SHARKIE MAIDEN - (1650 METRES) 
 
GEEGEESLOCKDOWN –Shifted out on jumping and slow to muster early speed. 
 
NEEDS REMEMBERING – 
 
REAL MONSTER –Caught wide throughout.   
 
SPEED ROCK – Jumped awkwardly and slow to begin.   
 
LEICA STARLET – Over raced in the early and middle stages, shifted out marginally 
at about the 1500 metres.  
 
LISKAMM – Laid in near the 400 metres and crowded SHE’S KAGEY. 
 
MADAME BENEDICT – Jumped awkwardly.   
 
MISS KAFOOPS – Steadied off heels of LEICA STARLET at about the 1500 metres. 
 
RAPID EFFECT – Raced wide throughout.  
 
SHE’S KAGEY – Raced wide and had to be checked near the 400 metres when 
placed in restricted room behind the tiring Rapid Effect.   
 
RACE 4 – GOODSTONE GROUP CLASS 1 HCP – (1650 METRES)  
 
FIFE AND DRUM –Jumped awkwardly 
 
HELLFIRE EAGLE –Raced three wide throughout, rider C Wells reported that from 
the 300 metres she was placed at a disadvantage when her whip and reins became 
entangled. 
 
STARION – Steadied off heels of EXPENSIVE MISTAKE at about the 1200 metres, 
held up for a clear run rounding the home turn. 
 
GAYNIK – Commenced to over race leaving the home straight and shifted out over 
the heels of Hellfire Eagle.   
 
 



RACE 5 – CARLTON DRAUGHT BM68HCP – (1650 METRES)  
 
BANCA NIP – Compounded over the concluding stages. A post-race veterinary 
examination revealed no obvious abnormalities. 
 
SQUARE DONUT – 
 
HERO OF ROMANI –Rider T Baker reported that the fast pace of the race did not suit 
the gelding today. 
 
NEEDAREIN –Raced three wide throughout, shifted out under pressure in the home 
straight.   
 
NORTHERN SPIRIT – Over raced in the early and middle stages.   
 
RACE 6 – VALE JOHN PERKINS CLASS 3 HCP - (1150 METRES) 
 
COUER DE LYON –Fractious barriers (Warning)  
 
THUNBERG –Raced three wide throughout and over raced in the early and middle 
stages.  Rider C Baker had some difficulty pulling her whip near the 300 metres.  
 
FIGHTING FLOYD –Slow to begin. 
 
COPPER CHARM –Jumped awkwardly 
 
JAGUAR STONE –Jumped awkwardly.   
 
RACE 7 – TASMANIAN HORSE TRANSPORT BM60 HCP(1150 METRES) 
 
Riders C Wells and T Johnstone underwent post race medical examinations after 
being harmlessly dislodged from their mounts on pulling up. Both riders were cleared 
to take their remaining rides. 
 
GEE GEE SO TRUE – Rider C Wells was harmlessly dislodged after the winning post. 
 
SCHAUFFELE –Tightened on the home turn and had to be restrained.  Unable to be 
ridden out fully in the home straight when placed in restricted room behind 
ZOUSTORM. Under-went a post-race veterinary examination which failed to reveal 
any obvious abnormalities. 
 
BERRUTI –Underwent a post-race veterinary inspection which revealed a minor 
abrasion to the right stifle.   
 
LORD WHITEGATE –Hung in passing the 400 metres and brushed with ZOUSTORM.  
I Toker was advised to exercise more care when shifting ground.   
 
GEE GEE MANPOWER – Slow to begin, A post-race veterinary inspection revealed 
no obvious abnormalities.  
 
SHAKE YOUR TOOSHY –Fractious in the barriers a warning has been issued. 



 
GEE GEE ROYBOY – Rider T Johnstone was harmlessly dislodged after the winning 
post. 
 
ZOUSTORM –Tightened near the 400 metres when LORD WHITEGATE shifted in 
marginally. 
 
RACE 8 – THAI IMPERIAL BM60 HCP(1350 METRES) 
 
IVORYMAN –Declared a late scratching at 11.15 am when the gelding was unable to 
be loaded onto the float.  All monies invested on the gelding were ordered to be 
refunded in full with the following deductions. 
 
1st    ALPINE AFFAIR         10c Win 8 c Place 
2nd   NEEDS TOASTING                   8c Place 
3rd   DUSTY JOE                             16c Place 
 
ALPINE AFFAIR – Lost its position shortly after the start when tightened between 
STELLADONI and DUSTY JOE. 
 
ISKRA – Raced wide throughout, bumped near the 250 metres.   
 
LE MONDE DE LUCAS –Over raced in the early and middle stages.   
 
STELLADONI –Bumped near the 250 metres.   
 
RACE 9 – FIGHT MND OPEN HCP (1350 METRES) 
 
LE CADEAU –Shifted in under pressure passing the 150 metres and carried 
MYWORDIS in when insufficiently clear. Rider A Darmanin was issued with a 
reprimand under AR131(a) for careless riding. 
 
SH’BOURNE REBEL – Slow to begin. Rider reported that the gelding had lost an off 
fore plate in running.   
 
MYWORDIS –Carried in over the final 100 metres by LE CADEAUX.
