R5 KRUPT CANDY F ATKINSON Emergency Gained Start

RACE 1 LADBROKES MATES MODE 2YO HCP (1200M)

GEEGEES DOWN SOUTH - Jumped awkwardly.

RALPH THE ROCKET - Raced three wide until the 700 metres, over raced in the early stages.
Shifted in entering the home straight and bumped with BOBBLE and laid in for the remainder of the
home straight.

LIBERTY RAE - Laid in throughout. Rider S Carr reported she felt the filly was amiss in its action.
A post-race veterinary inspection revealed no obvious abnormalities.

BOBBLE - Slow to begin, shifted wider near the 400 metres and bumped with RALPH THE
ROCKET. Bumped by RALPH THE ROCKET which laid in entering the home straight.

RACE 2 AYC NETBALL CLUB 3YO HCP (1200M)

FAKE MAGIC - Shifted out on jumping and bumped with TRUE SOLDIER.
ELLA EXCEEDS - Over raced in the early and middle stages.

TRUE SOLDIER - Bumped at the start by FAKE MAGIC, laid in throughout the entire home straight.



RACE 3 KEVIN SHARKIE MAIDEN (1200M)

DANTES - Laid in over the concluding stages.

NOT BLUFFING — Raced three wide throughout. Rider H McCarthy reported that the gelding had
made an abnormal respiratory noise. Trainer C Thompson reported that the gelding had bled from
one nostril. Acting under the provisions of AR 79(8) NOT BLUFFING has been stood down from
racing until the completion of a satisfactory 1000 metre gallop in the presence of stewards. A post-
race veterinary examination revealed a high heart rate and slow recovery.

TOUGH IMPACT -Tightened on jumping when NOT BLUFFING shifted in and BOBBY BOBBY
shifted out.

GEEGEESSCARLETBEE - Fractious in the barriers rearing on several occasions, a warning has
been issued. Compounded over the concluding stages, Trainer L Wells stated the mare would now
be retired from racing.

BELLASARIO - Over-raced in the early stages.

RACE 4 AVISO TAS INSURANCE BROKERS MAIDEN (1400M)

CHRISTOPHER ROBIN — Commenced to over-race near the 1200 metres and shifted out off the
heels of ALMIGHTY VIRTUE.

SAVANNAH SLEW - Commenced to over-race soon after the start and proved difficult to control in
the back straight. A warning has been placed on the racing manners of the mare.

WEALLSTUCKATHOME - Restrained and tightened off the heels of GALAN on the home turn

GALAN — Momentarily held up entering the home straight. Shifted wider entering the home
straight when insufficiently clear of WEALLSTUCKATHOME which was tightened and had to be
restrained off heels.

Apprentice T Voorham 9GALAN) pled guilty to a charge of careless riding under the provisions of
AR131(a), the carelessness being that near the 400 metres she permitted her mount to shift out
when insufficiently clear of WEALLSTUCKATHOME which was restrained, getting its head up and
losing its position. Rider T Voorham'’s licence to ride in races was suspended for a period to
commence at midnight 25 March 2023 and to expire at midnight 26 March 2023. In assessing
penalty stewards took into account her guilty plea and her exemplary record under this rule and
deemed the incident to be in the low to mid-range.

RACE 5 RANVET NATIONAL APPRENTICE RACE SERIES 2023 CLASS 1 HCP (1200M)

CHORIZAMA - Re-saddled behind barriers prior to the start.

SALLY SUNSHINE — Passed a pre-race veterinary examination after suffering an abrasion during
transport to the right hip.

KITTY PURRING - Raced three wide throughout.
BYNANCE - Jumped awkwardly.

ANOTHER PREDICTION - Slow to muster early speed and raced wide throughout.



RACE 6 IT’S WHY WE RACE BM68 HCP (1200M)

HELLOVA NIGHT - Shifted in on jumping and bumped with JEREMIAH.
BRINKTOP LAD - Raced wide until the 600 metres.
JEREMIAH - Shifted out on jumping and bumped with HELLOVA NIGHT.

GEE GEE TRUE STORY - Over-raced in the early stages. Laid in throughout the home straight
resulting in Apprentice C Wells being unable to ride her mount out fully to the finish.

HOT WIRED - Slow to begin.

RACE 7 TASRACING NATIONALL APPRENTICE RACE SERIES 2023 BM62 HCP (1200M)

ALPINE AFFAIR — Raced three wide without cover.
RICH CLAN - Over-raced near the 1000 metres.

MAARKLE - Tightened at the start and lost its position when NEV’S BOY was carried out by FOUR
LETTER WORD.

NEV’S BOY - Tightened on jumping when FOUR LETTER WORD shifted out.
FOUR LETTER WORD - Shifted out on jumping.

RACE 8 LADBROKE IT! CLASS 3 HCP (1400M)

POPEYE THE SAILOR - Raced four wide in the early stages until the 800 metres.
MR FREEZE - Raced three wide throughout, over-raced early and middle stages.
POWERFUL PEBBLES — Over-raced in the early stages.

RACE 9 RACE A HORSE IN TASMANIA DAY — APRIL 16 BM68 HCP (1600M)

NAMABAALE - Laid out approaching the 100 metres and was placed awkwardly on the heels of
YARRA MASTER before shifting out to obtain clear running.

ALPINE BLAST - Raced three-wide until the 900 metres when working forward to the lead.

LUCKY LIL - Slow to muster early speed.
