Comments / Explanations:  
 
Due to the Ambulance, Doctor and medical staff being required to attend to a member of the 
public, races 7 to 9 were all put back one race with Race 10 being scheduled through Sky 
Channel to commence at 5.22pm. 
 
As per Local Rule 6.10 - Sunset Clause, Stewards in consultation from senior riders B McCoull, 
D Pires, G Catania and M Ulucinar provided confirmation that the last race could proceed.

RACE 1 – TASMANIAN BLOODSTOCK BM76 HCP – (1600 METRES) 
 
TRAVELLING GIGOLO – Had a tendency to lay in, in the home straight. 
 
 
RACE 2 – VALE PAUL GEARD MAIDEN - (1600 METRES) 
 
AUSSIE WARRIOR – Slow to begin, rider D Pires stated that from the wide barrier he worked 
forward and when placed under pressure in the home straight the gelding failed to respond to 
his riding. A post-race veterinary examination failed to reveal any obvious abnormalities. 
 
RECONSTRUCTIVE – Raced three-wide throughout. 
 
BOBBY BOBBY – Harmlessly dislodged its rider enroute to the barrier, underwent a pre-race 
veterinary examination and was passed fit to take its place in the field. 
 
BUEL – Raced wide throughout. 
 
GALAN – Shifted wider in the home straight to obtain a clear run. 
 
GRAND PEGASUS – Slow to muster early speed. 
 
MIRA FLORES – Rider T Baker advised that his mount hung out throughout, and he was 
unable to settle the mare. A post race veterinary examination failed to reveal any abnormalities. 
Stewards will follow up with the trainer. 
 
 
RACE 3 – KEVIN SHARKIE 2YO & 3YO MAIDEN – (1200 METRES)  
 
AUNTIE JAKE’S BAR – Fractious in barriers prior to start, jumped awkwardly and was slow 
to begin, inside the 100 metres changed strides momentarily when GEEGEES SHOWTIME 
rolled inwards. 
 
GEEGEES SHOWTIME – Difficult to load. Trainer L Wells was advised a warning has been 
placed on the colts’ loading manners, tightened at the start, rolled in inside the 100 metres. 
 
ZULU ESPRIT – Laid in near the 200 metres, resulting in rider S Carr to stop riding and 
straighten her mount. 
 
BELLASARIO – Over raced early and middle stages. Trainer J Blacker was advised a warning 
has been placed on the filly’s racing manners. 
 
TOSEN FAME – Jumped outwards at the start tightening the run of GEEGEES SHOWTIME. 
 
KEYS CLAN – Stood flat footed and was slow to begin 3 to 4 lengths, a post-race veterinary 
examination revealed no abnormalities. 
 
 
 



RACE 4 – LADBROKES IT! 2YO & 3YO MAIDEN  – (1200 METRES) 
 
CRAFTY BOSS – Jumped awkwardly and was slow to begin, over raced early stages, raced 
greenly throughout. A post race veterinary examination revealed no abnormalities. 
 
VOLKANOVSKI – Bounds out on jumping, disappointed for a run on the home turn and held 
up for a major part of the home straight. 
 
AGNETE – Slow to begin. 
 
MISS CHICA MALA – Jumped awkwardly at the start. 
 
SHIM – Jumped awkwardly and was slow to begin. 
 
 
RACE 5 – LADBROKES YARD COMMENTS BM76 HCP – (1200 METRES) 
 
AMAWORD – Stewards queried trainer T Keys on the perceived improved performance. 
Trainer T Keys advised that today’s track conditions would have assisted the gelding and 
racing on its preferred track was also beneficial. 
 
GALENUS – Over raced early stages, laid in, in the home straight. 
 
 
RACE 6 – TASMANIAN BLOODSTOCK MAIDEN – (1100 METRES) 
 
BINGO WAS HISNAMEO – Tightened for room at about the 1000 metres and lost its position. 
 
FREDDY’SAJETSTAR – Tightened and carried in onto BINGO WAS HISNAMEO at about the 
1000 metres. 
 
HER THOUGHTS – Rider D Pires (HER THOUGHTS) pleaded guilty to a charge of careless 
riding under the provisions of AR131(a), with the particulars being that at about the 1000 
metres he shifted in when insufficiently clear of FREDDYSAJETSTAR (C Wells) which was 
tightened and carried in onto BINGO WAS HISNAMEO (G Catania) which resulted in that 
gelding being tightened, restrained and losing its position. Rider D Pire’s licence to ride in races 
was suspended for one Tasmanian race date. To commence midnight 16th April 2023 until 
midnight 23rd April 2023.  
 
 
RACE 7 – THANK YOU KEN BECK CLASS 1 HCP – (1390 METRES) 
 
DANTES (NZ) – Over raced early and middle stages, laid in in the home straight. 
 
KITTY PURRING – Raced three-wide throughout, laid in in the home straight. 
 
ANOTHER PREDICTION – Raced wide to the 600 metres. 
 
 
 
 



RACE 8 – LADBROKES ODDS SURGE BM62 HCP – (1600 METRES) 
 
MAARKLE – Slow to begin and over raced in the early and middle stages. 
 
MONTE BIANCO – laid in, in the home straight. 
 
RACE 9 – KEVIN SHARKIE BM62 HCP - (1100 METRES) 
 
TSUNAMI SAM (NZ) – Over raced early and middles stages of the race. Shifted out under 
pressure in the home straight. 
 
 
Race 10 – WINNING EDGE PRESENTATIONS CLASS 3 HCP – (1390 METRES) 
 
PRISTINE IMAGE – Rider L Annells dropped her whip on entering the home straight. 
 
EAGLE STREET – Laid in for a major part of the home straight. 
 
HOT WIRED – Raced three-wide throughout. A post-race veterinary examination revealed 
failed to reveal any obvious abnormalities. 
 
POWERFUL PEBBLES – Shifted out to improve at the top of the straight.
