RACE 1 – RACING OWNERS CLUB TASMANIA MAIDEN (1100 METRES) 

 

1 LIGHT FORCE Over raced early and middle stages. 

 

3 PRIMROSE BOY Slow away. 

 

8 VANSITTART Three wide early stages. 
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RACE 2 – AVISO TAS INSURANCE BROKERS CLASS 4 (1600 METRES) 

 

4 GEORGARONI Dislodged the rider on way to the barriers. A pre-race 

veterinary inspection passed the gelding fit to run. Rider L 

Bingley was examined by on course medical staff and 

assessed as fit to ride.  

 

5 NAVARRE RIVER   Laid out under pressure in the home straight. 

 

 

 

RACE 3  – NATIONAL APPRENTICE RACE SERIES BM60 HCP (1430 METRES) 

 

1 BERSERKER Raced wide early and middle stages.  

 

4 CARNELIAN ROCK Slow away. Carried wider entering the home straight when 

CAPITAL CHEVAL shifted ground out to improve. 

 

 

Stewards fined rider J Johnstone $100 under the provisions of AR132(7)(a)(i) for using the whip in 

consecutive strides prior to the 100m on CAPITAL CHEVAL. 

 

 

RACE 4 – KEVIN SHARKIE MAIDEN/ CLASS 1 (1600 METRES) 

 

8 VIXEN’S MOON Brushed the running rail approaching the 100m. 

 

9 WHISPER OF MATILDA Slow to muster speed.  

 

10 THE PIRATE QUEEN Rider T Baker explained that after being slow into stride, the 

gelding failed to respond when tested. A post-race veterinary 

examination revealed no significant abnormalities. 

 

12 BUNKER JAKO When tested with the whip, shifted ground outwards before 

being straightened by the rider. A post-race veterinary 

examination revealed no significant abnormalities.  

 

 

 

RACE 5  – NATIONAL APPRENTICE RACE SERIES BM60 HCP (1200 METRES) 

 

1 STREET DIVA Jumped awkwardly. Shifted out near the 200m tightening 

THISISMYTURF  

 

2 STARDARMUS Rider C Martinan explained that the gelding did not feel 

comfortable and wanted to lay out throughout the race. A 

post-race veterinary examination revealed no abnormalities.  



 

  

4 THISISMYTURF Tightened and disappointed for a run near the 200m when 

STREET DIVA shifted out when not fully clear. 

 

7 APRIL’S DANCE Over raced early stages.  

 

10 RARE ORO Raced wide in early stages.  

 

 

Stewards inquired into an incident where THISISMYTURF was tightened nearing the 200m when 

STREET DIVA shifted out to improve when not fully clear. After viewing the film and taking 

evidence from riders D Barton (THISISMYTURF) and L Bingley (STREET DIVA), Stewards 

reprimanded rider L Bingley under AR131(a) Careless Riding. 

 

 

RACE 6  – LADBROKES MEGA MULTI CLASS 1 HCP (1100 METRES) 

 

1 LIVE ON LOVE Held up for a run entering the home straight then shifted out 

to obtain a clear run brushing with ARGYLL DIAMOND. 

 

2 OUTBUSH Bumped with LADY FERN at the start. Raced wide early 

stages.  

 

3 ARGYLL DIAMOND Jumped inwards at the start and bumped with MASTER OF 

MISCHIEF carrying it onto ROYAL DETECTIVE. 

 

5 CRYSTAL MOONBEAM Raced wide early stages. 

 

6 ROYAL DETECTIVE Bumped with MASTER OF MISCHIEF at the start. 

 

7 FRUIT OF DE VINE Shifted outwards on jumping carrying OUTBUSH onto LADY 

FERN 

 

9 LADY FERN Bumped with OUTBUSH at the start. 

 

11 MASTER OF MISCHIEF  Bumped with ARGYLL DIAMOND on jumping carrying it onto 

ROYAL DETECTIVE. Rider L Annells reported that the gelding
