Comments / Explanations: 
 

Pursuant to AR 143(9), Apprentice Jabez Johnstone was able to claim his 1.5kg weight allowance 

for the meeting as acceptances had closed prior to him surpassing 80 winning rides.  

 

Apprentice S Kennedy advised Stewards that she was unable claim her full apprentice allowance 

following her return from a long-term injury and that her riding weight in the immediate future will 

be 54kg. Stewards established that this information had been recorded by Racing Australia and will 

initiate a process to ensure this information is correctly and timeously displayed in the Racebook in 

future. 

 

Stewards accepted the reason furnished by Trainer M Evans for the late rider declaration in Race 8. 
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RACE 1 – GRAHAM FAMILY FUNERALS BENCHMARK 68 HCP (1600 METRES) 

 

2 ZEWINNA Directed into clear running between the inside running rail 

and the inside of RICH CLAN near the 200m. 

6 HIGH TAIL EAGLE Over raced in the middle stages.  

 

RACE 2 – KEVIN SHARKIE MAIDEN (1200 METRES) 

 

2 CROWNED BEAU Over raced from the 800m to the 500m. 

 

3 GEEGEES ACE Over raced when steadied near the 700m. Lost the near side 

winker in running near the 500m. Laid in from the 100m. 

 

4 KIMBA Late scratching on veterinary advice at 11:38am after the 

gelding sustained an abrasion to the right upper eyelid during 

transportation to the racecourse. Stewards advised trainer B 

Franklin that a veterinary clearance will be required prior to 

future acceptances for races. 

 

5 SORELL EAGLES Jumped awkwardly and bumped with TIMELY NEEDS. 

Steadied off the heels of GEEGEES ACE near the 700m and 

commenced to over race thereafter.  

 

6 TIMELY NEEDS Jumped outwards and bumped with SORELL EAGLES. Raced 

wide throughout. 

 

7 CURRENCIES Steadied off the heels of CROWNED BEAU near the 700m. 

9 JEDD’S JET Fractious in the barriers. Stewards advised stable 

representative S Brunton that a warning has been placed on 

the filly. 

11 ROXY DANCER Difficult to load. Stewards advised trainer J Bazan that a 

warning has been placed on the filly.  

 

RACE 3  – UP CUPS BENCHMARK 72 HCP (2050 METRES) 

 

1 HAPPY CLAN Slow away losing a length at the start. 

2 FLORENCE GLASS Bumped with NATIVE CLAN rounding the first turn. 

4 GODDESS OF ROCK Slow away losing a length at the start. 

5 NATIVE CLAN Shifted out on jumping. Bumped with FLORENCE GLASS 

rounding the first turn. Over raced in the early and middle 

stages.  

Shifted out under pressure near the 200m.  

8 BULBUK (GB) Steadied of the heels of FLORENCE GLASS shortly after 

jumping. 

 

 



RACE 4 – MINGARI + CO CLASS 4 (1430 METRES) 

 

3 QUAFFTIDE Showed a tendency to shift out in the concluding stages. 

4 CARNELIAN ROCK Raced wide throughout. 

6 MATERIAL MADAM Raced wide early. 

 

RACE 5  – OCEANA HEALTH & FITNESS MAIDEN/CLASS 1 (1600 METRES) 

 

1 ALPINE HONEY A post-race veterinary examination revealed no 

abnormalities.  

4 NOTHERN CHILD A post-race veterinary examination revealed no 

abnormalities.  

5 SIR JAG Raced wide throughout.  

6 CALLED THROUGH Laid in under pressure near the 150m. 

8 ICE CRYSTAL Shifted out in the early part of the straight. Rider T Baker 

reported that he did not persevere with vigorous riding of 

the mare over the concluding stages as it showed a tendency 

to race awkwardly and shift outwards. 

10 SOUTH GEORGIA Held up for clear running in the early stages of the home 

straight. Steadied off the heels of ICE CRYSTAL approaching 

the 150m. 

12 THE LITTLE BAY Raced wide throughout.  

 

RACE 6  – LADBROKES HOSTED POTS 3YO HCP (1200 METRES) 

 

1 TEMPT THE GODS Raced wide throughout.  

3 ZAMBEZI BLONDE Bumped with TAROONA after jumping. 

4 TAROONA Shifted out on jumping and bumped with ZAMBEZI BLONDE. 

6 SH’BOURNE ANGEL Raced wide throughout. A post-race veterinary examination 

revealed the filly had a slightly elevated heart rate and was 

slow to recover.  

7 ACCUSAIENT Jumped awkwardly.  

8 LAWRENNY BOYS Shifted out under pressure near the 200m. 

 

The all clear was delayed as the connections of the third placed THE REAL MAN requested to 

view the patrol footage of the concluding stages to see if an incident had occurred which may 

have had a bearing on the result. After viewing the relevant patrol film, they did not want to 

proceed with a formal protest. Notwithstanding the decision of the connections, the Stewards 

were comfortably satisfied that the result had not been affected by any incidents and correct 

weight was called on the numbers that were called by the Judge. 

 

Apprentice S Kennedy, the Rider of LAWRENNY BOYS was reminded of her obligation to take the 

necessary corrective measures and if appropriate, to stop with her riding to straighten her 

mounts when they commence to shift ground.

4 FLYING BILLIE Over raced in the early and middle stages.  

5 POPILITA Resaddled behind the barriers. 

6 SANDUAL Bounded in the air upon jumping.  

9 ESPRIT DIVA Raced wide throughout.  

 

 

RACE 8  – THE THREE SISTER’S CLASS 2 HCP (1200 METRES) 

 

1 HALEN Brushed with LADY FERN on jumping. 

2 TASSIE POWER Shifted out rounding the home turn then commenced to lay 

out until the 200m. 

6 CRYSTAL MOONBEAM Raced wide throughout.
