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Trainers are reminded of the following Rules of Racing;

AR 249 Administration of medication on race day

(1) Notwithstanding the provisions set out in Schedule 1, Part 2, Division 2, a person must not,
without the permission of the Stewards:

(a) administer; or
(b) cause to be administered,

any medication to a horse at any time on race day prior to the commencement of a race in which the
horse is engaged to race.

AR 247 Administration of alkalinising agents
(1) A person must not:
(a) administer;
(b) cause to be administered;
(c) attempt to administer; or
(d) be a party to the administration or attempted administration of,

an alkalinising agent in any manner to a horse which is engaged to run in any race, official trial or
Jjump-out:

(i) at any time on the day of the scheduled race, official trial or jump-out and prior to the start of
that event; and/or

(i) at any time during the 1 clear day prior to 12.00am on the day of the scheduled race, official
trial, or jump-out.

Definition - clear day means a 24 hour period from 12.00am to 11.59pm.

Trainers are advised that any breach of these rules may result in severe penalties being imposed.
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
