Race 1 - IMPRESS PRINT PACE  - 2200 METRES 

FIVEFORTY broke in the score up and caused a false start. The colt has been placed out of the draw 

in future mobile events. 

 

THE GARDENER was restrained to the rear of the field. 

 

THE MIGHTY DOC was caught wide early before being restrained to the rear of the field. 

 

A warning was issued to POSH ENPOINTE who hung in and contacted marker pegs. 

 

Race 2 - LADBROKES RACING CENTRE STAKES- 1680 METRES 

MAJOR DAVVIN worked forward in the middle stages to race outside the leader. 

 

SZABOLSKI LEIS shifted out under pressure in the home straight. Driver L Older was reprimanded 

under AHRR168(1)(a) for failing to make more effort to keep his mare straight. 

 

Race 3 - GREAT NORTHERN SUPER CRISP PACE - 2200 METRES 

Due to the extended margins between the placegetters some leniency was given to the beaten 

margins. 

 

GETHOMEROY broke free of interference racing to the first turn and has been placed on its last 

chance to race truly. The gelding then gave ground to be beaten in excess of 59 metres. 

 

STEVIE JOLT raced outside the leader throughout then tired to be beaten in excess of 68 metres. The 

gelding has been placed on its last chance to race competitively. 

 

THE DUDE NZ tired to be beaten in excess of 90 metres and has been placed on its last chance to 

race competitively. 



 

LETSPLAYUNI Showed gate speed to lead then tired to be beaten in excess of 139 metres. The 

gelding underwent a post-race veterinary examination which revealed some lameness. The gelding 

has been stood down until the receipt of a veterinary clearance. 

 

IMPULZE was out of position at the start and has been placed on its last chance in the mobile draw. 

The gelding was caught wide before tiring to be beaten in excess of 69 metres and has been placed 

on its last chance to race competitively. 

 

TOP HANOVER broke after the start and has been placed out of the mobile draw.  The gelding 

underwent a post-race veterinary examination after tiring to be beaten in excess of 167 metres which 

revealed symptoms of tying up and has been stood down until the completion of a satisfactory trial. 

 

STAVROS THE TERROR NZ underwent a post-race veterinary examination after tiring to be beaten in 

excess of 149 metres. No abnormalities were detected and the gelding has been stood down for a 

period of 14 days and until the completion of two satisfactory trials. 

 

Race 4 - LADBROKES MARES INCENTIVE - 2200 METRES 

Due to the extended margins between the placegetters some leniency was given to the beaten 

margins. 

 

Driver R Hillier (MISS PAPENHUYZEN) was reprimanded under AHRR162(1)(j) for failing to maintain 

his position until the start was affected.  

 

A warning was issued to LETHERROCKNROLL NZ who had a tendency to hang in. 

 

SYZATE gave ground to be beaten in excess of 40 metres. 

 

NINE DIAMONDS gave ground to be beaten in excess of 59 metres. 

 

MACHS MARETA NZ gave ground to be beaten in excess of 57 metres. 

 

JUNIPER was held up early before gaining clear running in the home straight. 

 

Race 5 - JEREMY ROCKLIFF, MP COASTAL PACING THOUSAND - 2200 METRES 

After beginning satisfactorily SCOTLYNN BEACH NZ has been reinstated in the mobile draw. 

 

AMILLION PROMISES underwent a post-race veterinary examination after tiring to be beaten in 

excess of 98 metres. No abnormalities were detected and the gelding has been placed on its last 

chance to race competitively. 

 

TAROONA BROMAC NZ was caught wide early before restraining to the rear of the field. Then gave 

ground to be beaten in excess of 44 metres. 

 

Race 6 - HARDINGS HOTMIX DEVONPORT CUP - 2698 METRES 

CULLENBURN NZ galloped away and has been placed on its last chance in the standing start draw. 

 

DIAMONDS N CASH NZ galloped away and has been placed on its last chance in the standing start 

draw. 

 

PUNTARNO STRIDE NZ galloped away and has been placed on its last chance in the standing start 

draw. 

 

THE BROOKLYN BRAWLER NZ galloped away and will continue out of the draw. 

 



Driver M Ford, (DIAMONDS N CASH NZ) was fined the sum of $300 under AHRR168(1)(a). Particulars 

were that he allowed DIAMONDS N CASH NZ to contact the back of ROSSINI racing down the back 

straight the final time causing DIAMONDS N CASH NZ to gallop and then lock wheels with another 

runner.  

 

THE SHALLOWS locked wheels with DIAMONDS N CASH NZ when that horse galloped in the back 

straight the final time. 

 

ROSSINI underwent a post-race veterinary examination after being beaten in excess of 382 metres. 

The gelding appeared to have choked down and has been stood down until the completion of a 

satisfactory trial. 

 

THE BROOKLYN BRAWLER NZ underwent a post-race veterinary examination after being beaten in 

excess of 382 metres. The gelding appeared to have choked down and has been stood down until the 

completion of a satisfactory trial 

 

Trainer B Yole was fined the sum of $150 under AHRR273(6)(b) for presenting PUNTARNO STRDE 

NZ in gear that was not correctly declared.  Stewards took into account Mr Yole’s recent record.   

 

Post-race swab samples were taken from the first three placegetters in this event. 

 

Race 7 – TRAINER ENCOURAGEMENT PACE - 2200 METRES 

IM QUITE AMERICAN was caught wide early before restraining to the rear of the field. 

 

TAXI METER was caught wide early before restraining to the rear of the field. 

 

IM QUITE AMERICAN tired to be beaten in excess of 51 metres and has been placed on its last 

chance to race competitively. 

 

TAXI METER gave ground to be beaten in excess of 42 metres. 

 

Race 8 - S & M HORSE TRANSPORT DASH FOR CASH - 1680 METRES 

JAWBREAKER broke in the score-up however was in position at the start. 

 

AHA REACTION NZ galloped as the start was effected and has been placed out of the draw in future 

mobile events. 

 

MIGHTY FLYING ART NZ raced roughly racing into the first turn  

 

KEAYANG DA VINCI underwent a post-race veterinary examination after tiring to be beaten in excess 

of 78 metres. No abnormalities were detected, and the gelding has been placed on its last chance to 

race competitively. 

 

MIGHTY FLYING ART NZ underwent a post-race veterinary examination after tiring to be beaten in 

excess of 80 metres. No abnormalities were detected, and the gelding has been stood down until the 

completion of a satisfactory trial.

WHATTA GOOD REASON obtained an inside run in the home straight. 

 

INDIANNA SANZ underwent a post-race veterinary examination after being beaten in excess of 61 

metres. No abnormalities were detected however the trainer reported that the mare was showing 

signs of being in season. She has been placed on her last chance to race competitively. 

 

TURQUOISE STRIDE contacted his own sulky wheels during the event. 



 

Driver T Ford (TURQUOISE STRIDE) was fined the sum of $100 under AHRR162(www)(c). Particulars 

were that she allowed her horse to shift ground in the home straight advantaging another runner.

2200 METRES 

ONEOFTHELADS was caught wide early before being restrained to the rear of the field.

DEADLY ASSASSIN tired to be beaten in excess of 57 metres and has been placed on its last chance 

to race competitively.
