RACE 1 – PRYDES EASIFEED PACE – 1609m Mobile 

FEELINKINDALUCKY was fractious before the start. This gelding also shifted out under 
pressure over the concluding stages. 

 

CALL HER BETTY was fractious before the start, racing greenly during the score up. This 
filly continued to race greenly at various stages of this event before momentarily shifting in 
and tightening NOBLEZZZ ADVICE as the field rounded the home turn. 

 

PEPPER STRIDE broke shortly after start and took no competitive part. This filly has been 
placed outside the draw in future mobile start events. 

 

CASCADE STRIDE held up for clear racing room approaching the home turn and contacted 
a marker peg. 

 

NOBLEZZZ ADVICE momentarily tightened by CALL HER BETTY as the field rounded the 
home turn. 

 



VINCENTAUR checked after the start by the galloping PEPPER STRIDE. 

 

RACE 2 – INTERSPORT HOBART PACE – 2090m Mobile 

CLASSY COUNTESS held up for clear racing room approaching the home turn before 
utilising the sprint lane. 

 

PRINCELY REIGN over raced as the field raced towards the bell and out of the home 
straight on the final occasion, momentarily shifting wider on the track and into a half carting 
position despite the efforts of its driver. A warning has been issued on this gelding’s racing 
manners.  

 

SMILE LYLE held up for clear racing room over the concluding stages. 

 

SHANOCON NZ tired to be beaten in excess of 58 meters. This gelding has been placed on 
its last chance to race competitively. 

 

QUEENOFDANCE NZ held up for clear racing room over the concluding stages of this 
event. 

 

RAMBUNCTIOUS out of position at the start and will continue to be placed right outside the 
draw in future mobile start events. 

 

Driver Adrian Collins (KARALTA DAZZLER) pleaded guilty to a charge under AHRR 
163(1)(b)(i) subject to AHRR 164 in that he elected to shift off the peg line as the field raced 
out of the home straight on the final occasion causing OZZIE MAJOR (Hannah Van Dongen) 
who was travelling in a two wide position to shift wider on the track forcing RAMBUNCTIOUS 
(Dylan Ford) to race in a four wide. Mr. Collins’s driver licence has been suspended for a 
period of two race dates commencing midnight 24 November until midnight 1 December 
2023. 

 

RACE 3 – TASMANIAN HORSE TRANSPORT PACE – 2090m Mobile 

SOMEDAN pulled hard at various stages. 

 

SHARMEY utilised the sprint lane. 

 

CHRISTIAN JAZ NZ momentarily shifted out rounding the home turn, tightening EMJAYS 
BLACK CHIP. 

 

ALAPHILIPPE pulled hard during the score up. 

 

DEADLY ASSASSIN broke gait for a few strides when inconvenienced by EMAJS BLACK 
CHIP as the field rounded the home turn. 

 



PETREA BROMAC NZ held up for clear racing room over the concluding stages of this 
event. 

 

TERROR THE CHRISTIAN NZ momentarily shifted ground as the field rounded the home 
turn. 

 

MR KIWI NZ commenced to hang in despite the efforts of the driver as the field approached 
and rounded the home turn, inconveniencing EMJAYS BLACK CHIP. A warning has been 
placed on this gelding’s racing manners. 

 

EMJAYS BLACK CHIP tightened for clear racing room by the hanging MR KIWI. 

 

The all clear for this event was delayed allowing driver Kayleb Williams (EMJAYS 
BLACK CHIP) to view the official films of the field rounding the home turn and racing into 
the home straight.  

After viewing the official films Kayleb Williams elected to lodge a protest against the third 
placed horse MR KIWI (Jack Watson) for shifting in and causing EMJAYS BLACK CHIP 
to race roughly for a few strides as the field rounded the home turn. After hearing 
evidence from both drivers and acting on their own observations Stewards were of the 
view that CHRISTIAN JAZ NZ (Brodie Davis) who was racing to the inside of EMJAYS 
BLACK CHIP momentarily shifted up the track tightening EMJAYS BLACK CHIP at the 
same time that MR KIWI was hanging down the track despites the efforts of its driver. As 
a consequence, Stewards were of the view that the shift from CHRISTIAN JAZ NZ had 
contributed to the interference suffered by EMJAYS BLACK CHIP and dismissed the 
protest, all clear was given on the Judge’s numbers. 

 

RACE 4 – MORE CONFIDENCE CONSULTING PACE – 2090m Stand. 

WHERE YA BIN NZ broke shortly after the start and has been placed on its last chance in 
the standing start draw. 

 

COOL SCOOTER NZ fractious before the start. This gelding was held up for clear racing 
room over the concluding stages, before utilising the sprint lane. 

 

NO NUKES SKIPPER NZ worked into a forward position outside leader before tiring over the 
concluding stages. 

 

LORIMERTYRRELL fractious before the start causing a delay. This mare reared and swung 
sideways as the field was released severely inconveniencing SALVATOR MUNDI. 
LORIMERTYRRELL consequently took no competitive part in this event. Due to the severity 
of this mare’s barrier manners, it has been stood down in standing start races until the 
completion of a satisfactory standing start trial. 

 

HEZ RAZOR SHARP tired over the concluding stages to be beaten in excess of 52 metres. 
This gelding underwent a post-race veterinary examination which revealed no apparent 
abnormalities.  Due to this gelding’s recent poor performances, it has been stood down until 
the completion of two satisfactory trials. 



 

EQUITY STRIDE inconvenienced shortly after the start when LORIMERTYRRELL reared 
and swung sideways. 

 

SALVATOR MUNDI fractious before the start and was checked by LORIMERTYRRELL 
reared and swung sideways. 

 

RACE 5 – CAVALOR EQUICARE PACE – 2090m Mobile 

ROYAL REACTOR held up for clear racing room over the concluding stages, before utilising 
the sprint lane. 

 

MISS BARTY broke during the early stages of the score up. 

 

ASHANTE QUEEN held up for clear racing room approaching the home turn. 

 

MODERN JIVE held up for clear racing room over the concluding stages. 

 

CAROLS JUDGE caught wide early before working forward to race outside the leader. 

 

BOTANY BAY WARRIOR held up for clear racing room over the concluding stages. 

 

KARDESLER NZ held up for clear racing room over the concluding stages. 

 

RACE 6 – INTERSPORT KINGSTON DYNAMO PACE – 2090m Mobile 

JUSTIFY raced roughly during the score up. 

 

GOING GREAT GUNS caught wide early before being restrained to the rear of the field. This 
gelding gave ground over the concluding stages. 

 

CARDINAL SIN NZ pulled hard during the score up. This gelding utilised the sprint lane. 

 

FORBIDDEN JEWEL NZ was inclined to over race at various stages. 

 

SYZATE was inclined to over race at various stages. 

 

RACE 7 – NATONE CRICKET CLUB STAKES  –  1609m Mobile 

PLEASE SHUDDUP NZ raced roughly and broke gait as the field raced towards the first 
turn, consequently this gelding has been placed on its last chance to race truly. PLEASE 
SHUDDUP NZ gave ground over the concluding stages. 

 



SLINGSHOT severely checked by the galloping PLEASE SHUDDUP NZ. 

 

OUR RUBY ROSE checked by the galloping PLEASE SHUDDUP NZ. 

 

FEELS LIKA BOSS gave ground over the concluding stages. 

 

WYATTFLYNN was inconvenienced shortly after the start. 

 

STAROFREMEMBRANCE driver Jacob Duggan was advised to remove any visible white 
markings off his whip handle. 

 

RACE 8 – NUTRIEN SPRINTLANE DYNAMO PACE – 2090m Mobile 

DYNASTY STRIDE tired to be beaten in excess of 53 metres. This filly has been placed on 
its last chance to race competitively.  

 

OUTLAW JOE tired to be beaten in excess of 100 metres. This gelding underwent a post-
race veterinary examination which revealed no apparent abnormalities. OUTLAW JOE has 
been stood down from racing until the completion of a satisfactory trial. 

 

SARASUN tired to be beaten in excess of 71 metres. This gelding underwent a post-race 
veterinary examination which revealed no apparent abnormalities. SARASUN has been 
stood down from racing until the completion of two satisfactory trials. 

 

LORD HESTON gave ground over the concluding stages.
