Comments / Explanations:  
 
Rider T Johnstone was indisposed for this race meeting due to illness. Rider T Johnstone 
was advised she will require a medical clearance prior to riding again. 
 
Trainer Team Wells was fined $50 under the provisions of LR13.3 for the late rider 
declaration for BOLD INSTINCT in Race 6. 
 
RACE 1 – KEVIN SHARKIE MAIDEN – MDN-SW – (1009 METRES) 
 



NOODITY – Bumped with RICH GLOW and was slow to begin, steadied off heels 
approaching the 600 metres. 
 
RESTRICTED ACCESS – Rider C Baker reported her mount had a tendency to lay out from 
about the 600 metres to the 450 metres forcing RICH GLOW to shift out. 
 

RICH GLOW – Forced wider at about the 600 metres due to RESTRICTED ACCESS laying 
out. Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which failed to reveal any obvious 
abnormalities.  

HUBUBBAJAHN – Raced wide early. Checked off the heels of LADY SARAH at about the 
600 metres. Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which failed to reveal any obvious 
abnormalities.  

LADY SARAH – Raced wide throughout. Rider J Radley was advised to exercise care when 
shifting in rounding the turn. Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which revealed 
the mare to have cuts to the right hind Achillies. Will require a veterinary clearance prior to 
racing again. 

STARS IN THE NIGHT – Jumped inwards at the start. 

 
Stewards inquired into an incident at about the 600 metres where HUBUBBAJAHN (K Boxall) 
appeared to check off heels of LADY SARAH (J Radley). After taking evidence from all 
riders. Stewards were of the opinion that due to the race manners of RESTRICTED ACCESS 
(C Baker) laying out at that point and carrying RICH GLOW (H McCarthy) outwards at the 
same time LADY SARAH shifted in marginally. Resulting in HUBBAJAHN being carried wider 
and checking off the heels of LADY SARAH. Stewards were of the opinion that the 
interference could not be attributed to any one rider. Rider J Radley was advised to exercise 
care in similar circumstances. 
 
RACE 2 – LADBROKE IT! 2YO MAIDEN – (1150 METRES) 
 
GEEGEES LEGACY – Bumped and carried out at the 600 metres by DANCING WOLF. 
 
GET ’EM WARRIOR – Shifted in on jumping bumping LIKEAKALIX which bumped with 
GEEGEES LEGACY which lost its position. Had to be checked off the heels of OUT OF THE 
SPHERE when it was carried out and contacted the hind quarters of LIKEAKALIX. 
 
HALEN – Shifted out on jumping crowding DANCING WOLF. 
 
IT’S JAGGER TIME – Raced wide throughout. 
 
LIKEAKALIX – Raced wide throughout. Bumped and carried wider at the 600 metres when 
GET’EM WARRIOR was carried out. 
 

OUT OF THE SPHERE – Laid in under pressure in the home straight. Underwent a post-race 
veterinary examination which failed to reveal any obvious abnormalities.  

 
DANCING WOLF – Shifted out on jumping crowding OUT OF THE SPHERE on to GEEGEES 
LEGACY. Laid in from about the 800 metres. Shifted out abruptly at the 600-metre turn 



bumping and carrying out GEEGEES LEGACY also hampering OUT OF SPHERE which was 
also carried out and had to be steadied by its rider. Trainer B Campbell was advised the filly 
will be required to trial prior to racing again. 
 
GO JEANIE – Awkward to begin. 
 
SPECIALIZED – Raced three wide throughout.  
 
RACE 3 – GOODSTONE GROUP 3YO MAIDEN – (1150 METRES) 
 
BEAUY’S BOY – Bumped at the start losing its position and was slow to begin as a result. 
 
ENSIGN EAGLE – Laid in entering the home straight brushing the running rail. 
 

ENUFF BREAKERS – Bounded out on jumping and tightened between ENSIGN EAGLE and 
GEEGEE AUNTY JESS losing its position. Shifted in near the 50 metres bumping with 
GEEGEE AUNTY JESS. Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which failed to 
reveal any obvious abnormalities.  

MURPHY’S KNIGHT – Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination after taking charge in 
the preliminary. Passed fit to run. Shifted out on jumping tightening GEEGEE SALTBUSH 
which lost its position. Commenced to over race passing the 800 metres. Shifted out over the 
heels of LIGHTMEUPJAZZ passing the 600 metres. Laid in under pressure in the home 
straight. 

 
GEE GEE SALTBUSH – Rider J Radley reported his mount hung in throughout. 
 
GEEGEE AUNTY JESS – Slow to begin. Rider C Wells reported her mount hung out 
throughout. Hung out at the 800 metres shifting wider on the track and forcing GEE GEE 
SALTBUSH wider. Stewards advised team Wells that a warning has been placed on the racing 
manners of the filly. 
 
LIGHTMEUPJAZZ – Shifted out on jumping tightening GEEGEE AUNTY JESS 
 
RUBICK’S AFFAIR – Had to be steadied off the heels of GEE GEE SALTBUSH at about the 
800 metres. Shifted out under pressure in the home straight. 
 
RACE 4 – TASMANIAN HORSE TRANSPORT – MDN-SW – (1650 METRES) 
 
KREGLINGER – Raced three wide throughout.  
 



TAHITIAN WARRIOR – Raced three wide early stages. 
 
AFFAIROFTHEHEART – Over raced early and middle stages. 
 
KASHIKU – Laid in under pressure during the early stages of the home straight. 
 
LITTLE SAL – Shifted out on jumping bumping with TAHITIAN WARRIOR. 
 

PINANDI –Stewards queried rider C Newitt on the below market performance of his mount. 
Rider C Newitt stated the mare had no barrier speed and was placed under pressure at the 
600 metres but failed to respond to his riding from the 300 metres. Stewards queried Trainer 
M Trinder on the below market performance of his mare he stated that in his opinion the 
mare may have choked down as it was coughing on returning to the mounting yard. Mr 
Trinder advised that he will report to stewards if anything abnormal comes to light. 
Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which revealed the mare to be coughing. 

Trainer M Trinder advised that the mare had pulled up well and had worked well the following 
morning and that he would be progressing with the mares preparation. 

 
ZONNA VERDE – Inclined to over race and steadied passing the 1400 metres. 
 
RACE 5 – TORQUE GEAR FOR GUYS BM60 HANDICAP - (1880 METERS)  
 
MY DEMETRA – Shifted out on jumping inconveniencing COPPLESON. 
 
MYSTIC HOPE – Steadied off the heels of MOOREBOOZIE who was over racing in the early 
stages. 
 
COPPLESON – Slow to begin.  
 
MOORBOOZIE – Over raced early stages. 
 

A LITTLE DECEIT – Slow to begin. Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which 
failed to reveal any obvious abnormalities. Stewards advised trainer L Gray that a warning 
has been placed on the gelding’s pre-race manners for refusing to leave the mounting yard 
and proceed to the barriers. 

REWARD FOR ROSIE – Over raced middle stages of the race. Underwent a post-race 
veterinary examination which revealed the mare to be coughing. 

HEWIE – Slow to begin. Three wide early stages. 
 
RACE 6 –HAPPY 70TH BIRTHDAY JENNI CLARK BM72 HANDICAP– (1009 METRES) 
 
SEYDOUX – Raced three wide throughout. 
 
TONY NICCONI – Shifted out under pressure prior to the 200 metres carrying SEYDOUX wider 
on the track. 
 
ETOSHA – Stewards questioned rider C Van Munster on the performance of ETOSHA today. 
Rider C Van Munster stated that it might have been detrimental to the gelding’s chances when 



TONY NICCONI sat outside her from the 600 metres. Trainer T Evans advised stewards that 
the gelding would now go for a spell.  
 
EXTREME GEM – Bounded on jumping and was slow in to stride as a result. 
 
BOLD INSTICT – Rider S Carr was advised to exercise more care when shifting ground when 
she shifted in near the 800 metres when not fully clear of ETHICAL DILEMMA.. 
 
ETHICAL DILEMMA – Steadied off the heels of BOLD INSTINCT near the 800 metres when 
BOLD INSTINCT had been steadied and shifted in to take up a position close to the rail. 
 
RACE 7 – THAI IMPERIAL CLASS 1 HANDICAP - (1150 METRES) 
 
BOKEO – Held up passing the 400 metres, inclined to hangout. 
 
LIBERTY RAE – Commenced to over race approaching the 600 metres. 
 

MISS KEEDS – Underwent a post-race veterinary examination which revealed the filly to 
have a high heart rate and slow recovery. The filly was coughing during the post-race 
veterinary examination. 

DISCLEVABOY – Jumped awkwardly. 
 
NOBLE EXCEPTION – Over raced early and middle stages. 
 
ROYAL SCOTCH – Shifted wider approaching the winning post to obtain clear running. 
 
RACE 8 –THE STABLES AT SPREYTON CLASS 2 HANDICAP - (1350 METRES) 
 
THOROS OF MYR – Three wide early stages. 
 
CHICANE – Bumped by ESPUR on jumping and carried out on to BORN A WINNER. 
 
I’M KEEFE – Entering the home straight shifted in and shied away from the running rail and 
became unbalanced. 
 
FLIGHT READY – Over raced early and middle stages. 
 

BORN A WINNER – Underwent a pre-race veterinary examination due to a small cut above 
the eye. Passed fit to run. Bumped on jumping when CHICANE was carried out. 

 
ESPUR – Shifted out on jumping bumping with CHICANE which was carried out on to BORN 
A WINNER. 
 

FOUR LETTER WORD – Stewards granted permission for rider S Carr to ride ½ kg over the 
allotted weight. Raced three wide throughout.
